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GUO HONGWEI 郭鸿蔚 

Born in 1982 in Sichuan Province, Guo Hongwei is one of the most active young painters from Beijing. Renown for 
his inventive usage of watercolor and oil, Guo takes painting as a form of collecting, a philosophy that has provided the 
central subject for his recent exhibitions. The subject matter of his works ranges from everyday objects to specimens of 
flora, fauna and minerals. Between 2011 and 2016, Guo Hongwei runs an independent non-profit art space named the 
Gland in Beijing Heiqiao Village, hosting several influential exhibitions and projects.
